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Abstract: Databases such as BrainMap, Brede and Neurosynth, containing brain

coordinates from published functional neuroimaging studies allow for

coordinate-based meta-analysis. These databases may also record text

associated with the studies on the level of the individual coordinate,

the individual experiment and the individual paper. The combination of

the text and coordinates in a common data mining makes automated

mass-meta-analysis possible. I will show applications with outlier

detection and atlas construction by modeling the antomical label

together with the coordinate and data mining of functional segregation

in brain regions as well as constructions of functional atlases based

on abstract and experiment annotation.
